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COUNCIL WORK SESSION 
March 26, 2013 

 
MINUTES 

 
Casper City Council met in work session at 4:30 p.m., Tuesday, March 26, 2013.  

Present:  Councilmen Bertoglio, Cathey, Goodenough, Hopkins, Meyer, Powell, Sandoval and 
Mayor Schlager.  Absent:  Councilman Hedquist. 

 
Mayor Schlager recognized Wyoming State Senator Drew Perkins who asked for the 

opportunity to thank the City Council and the City staff for their support for the passage of 
legislation in the recent session which prohibited frivolous liens from being placed on property 
owned by public officials as a result of actions taken in the conduct of their duties.  He presented 
the Mayor with a signed copy of the bill, along with a pen used by the Governor to sign 
legislation from the last session. 
 

Mayor Schlager also introduced Garvin Thomas a ten–year old student who wanted to 
speak against the repeal of, or amendments to, the smoking ordinance. 
 

Police Chief Chris Walsh introduced Tory Cutrell, the new Metro Animal Control 
Manager, to the City Council. 
 

Judge Mike Huber and District Attorney Brian Christensen spoke to the Council about 
the Natrona County Drug Court.  They presented the recent audit which was conducted on the 
success of the drug court programs.   
 

Liz Becher, Community Development Director, introduced Kristin Edwards, the new 
Community Development Technician, and reviewed the proposed Annual Plan for the City’s 
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program.  This plan must be submitted to the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development by May 15, 2013.  The public comment period 
will be used to solicit input from citizens and stakeholders in the allocation of CDBG funding. 
 

Doug Follick, Leisure Services Director, presented the recommendation from the Leisure 
Services Advisory Board to amend the fee resolutions for the Casper Municipal Golf Course; 
Casper Recreation Center; and, parks, athletic fields and tennis courts.  The change in golf fees 
will result in higher greens fees for weekend play.  The change in recreation center fees will 
affect the daily and punch card fees.  The change in parks, athletic fields and tennis courts will 
only affect the rental fees and deposit for use of the North Casper Club House.  Council agreed 
to move the proposed changes forward to the next regular Council meeting. 
 

City Attorney Bill Luben presented a request from T-Cross Ranch for the City to abandon 
the water rights which were inadvertently transferred with the dedication of the street right-of- 
way for East 2nd Street.   Councilman Bertoglio asked what the date was on this water right, and 
the Attorney agreed to provide that information at the Friday morning work session.  Council 
asked that the resolution be presented at a future Council meeting. 
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City Attorney Bill Luben discussed the proposed amendments to the smoking in public 
places ordinance.  As he went through the sections he noted that the two small changes requested 
by Councilman Hopkins to add an “s” to one section and delete a letter from another section 
could create issues for the ballot language, if the amendments were to be placed on a ballot.  
Council agreed to eliminate those proposed changes. 

 
Council also asked that the change proposed to exempt taxis from the ordinance be 

dropped. 
 
Council also asked that the provision in Section 8.16.100 to require the posting of a “no 

smoking” sign in establishments be dropped. 
 
The City Attorney recommended that Section 3 referencing the dates related to a 

referendum petition also be dropped. 
 

Council asked the City Attorney to review the way the ordinance was drafted to make 
certain that the language is clear about restricting smoking to those establishments that do not 
allow anyone under the age of 21 to enter. 

 
It was agreed to conduct a public hearing concerning the proposed ordinance aments 

during the April 16, 2013, regular Council meeting. 
 

Councilman Powell reported that the City/County Health Department will be requesting 
an increase in their funding from the City from $525,000 to $600,000 for Fiscal Year 2014. 
 

Councilman Bertoglio announced that Casper Area Economic Development Alliance, 
Inc., has approved a two-year employment contract with Bill Edwards as Chief Executive 
Officer.  They also approved a grant application to be submitted to fund a power needs study for 
the Casper area. 
 

Councilman Cathey noted that he had attended the public meeting for the Long-Range 
Transportation Plan and there were very few citizens present.  Most of those in attendance were 
staff or elected officials from the various communities who participate in the Metropolitan 
Planning Organization. 
 

Mayor Schlager announced a change in the date of the School District Coordination 
Committee breakfast meeting in April. 
 

At 6:15 p.m., it was moved by Councilman Bertoglio, seconded by Councilman Hopkins, 
to adjourn into executive session to discuss personnel matters and potential litigation.  Motion 
passed unanimously. 
 

At 7:55 p.m., it was moved by Councilman Bertoglio, seconded by Councilman 
Sandoval, to adjourn the executive session.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 

There being no further business, Mayor Schlager adjourned the work session.
